Creative Development Area of Learning
ART AND DESIGN 
· A high-quality art and design education should engage, inspire and challenge pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment invent and create their own works of art, craft and design.
· Children should be able to think critically and develop a more rigorous understanding of art and design.

· Children should also know how art and design both reflect and shape our history, and contribute to the culture, creativity and wealth of our nation.

Aims and Objectives
The national curriculum for art and design aims to ensure that all pupils: 

produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences 

become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design techniques 

evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design 

know about great artists, craft makers and designers, and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms. 

Curriculum Outline

Art and design is a foundation subject in the National Curriculum. 

· At Royd we follow the Cornerstones curriculum.

· A series of key skills ensures progress from Foundation Stage through Key stage 1

· A wide variety of media, techniques, visual and tactile experiences are introduced and developed over the key stage.

· Through half-termly topics art is linked with work in other curriculum areas.

· Medium-term plans give details of each unit of work. 

· Continuous provision at FS and in Year 1 (Autumn 1 term) gives opportunities for practice development and extension of pupils’ experience in art.

· ICT is built in as both a resource and a tool for art work.

Foundation pupils should have opportunities enabling them to explore and play with a wide range of media and materials, as well as providing opportunities and encouragement for sharing their thoughts, ideas and feelings through a variety of activities in art, music, movement, dance, role-play, and design and technology.

Foundation Pupils will be working towards the Early Learning goal: Expressive Arts and Design/Using Media and Materials:

Children sing songs, make music and dance, and experiment with ways of changing them. They safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
Pupils in KS1 should be taught:

· to use a range of materials creatively to design and make products

· to use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination

· to develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making links to their own work.
Roles and Responsibilities
· Governors, Head Teacher, Creative Curriculum Team, class teachers and teaching assistants will all be responsible for delivery of the Creative Curriculum to pupils in school.

Online Safety

When completing art through the use of ICT, all staff will agree to a code of conduct for the protection of pupils and sign a ‘staff acceptable use agreement’. Pupils will be regularly advised of online-safety procedures within Computing and Technology lessons. Parents will be offered the opportunity to attend online-safety training every two years. Any online safety related incidents should be reported to the online safety lead (Sean Sly). 

Organisation of Teaching and Learning

Wherever possible first hand experiences and real things are used to stimulate art and design activities. Teaching is done in whole class groups followed by group and individual work. New techniques and skills are modelled and examples of work are shown to the children. 

In group and individual work, pupils have the opportunity to investigate, explore and develop ideas and techniques. They are also involved in evaluating their work, celebrating success and identifying areas for improvement.

Art activities are differentiated to ensure that all pupils can access the tasks and have an appropriate level of challenge. Pupils with particular talents are given opportunities to extend them. Opportunities for using and extending art skills are built into lessons in other subjects. 

Structure of lessons: 

Lessons are structured so that pupils have a skills based lesson in the medium that is being used for that half term. After this, pupils produce a final piece using the medium that has been focused on. Pupils then evaluate either their own work or the work of others in the same medium. 

Organisation of Materials

Basic stock is stored on a trolley in each classroom.

Equal Opportunities
The curriculum provides opportunities for all children to participate and communicate at their own level regardless of gender, special educational needs, race, culture or ethnicity, disability or class. Positive action will be put in place to ensure that all children have equal access to art and design.

Art and Design provision reflects cultural diversity by looking at art from different cultures and workshops from visiting artists.

Assessment, Recording and Reporting

Assessment is made through observation, discussion and evaluation of the finished product in relation to the programme of study.
Assessments are carried out in KS1 on a half termly basis to show children’s progression throughout the year. Evidence of these portfolios are filed and kept in the ICT room.
Children’s progress is reported to parents in the annual report to parents and can be discussed at Parents’ Evenings.

Health and Safety
Health and safety procedures regarding use of art and design equipment will be adhered to. Each member of staff accepts the responsibility for the health and safety of children in their care.

Where necessary, for instance on walks or trips planned to enhance the art and design curriculum, risk assessments are carried out and shared with all staff and helpers.

Staff Development

As part of School Improvement, ongoing to keep abreast of new developments.
The Creative Curriculum Team will pass on any new information to other members of staff and give support and assistance when required.

Equal Opportunities and Special Educational Needs
All children have access to develop their creativity on a regular basis in any classroom and Computing Suite (use of paint programme).  The aim is to encourage them to be independent in their use but where necessary adult help and supervision is provided for those who need it. 

Every year we have a week in November dedicated to the creative arts, where children learn new skills, experience new opportunities through Music and Dance while being focused on a particular theme e.g. Countries, Environments, Decades. 

Management

The Head Teacher ensures the existence and implementation of an Art Policy.  The Creative Curriculum Team is responsible for supporting the policy with reference to:-

	Ensuring that Computing and Technology is approached consistently throughout the school.

	Keeping up to date with the use of Art in Curriculum and liaising with other agencies and LA advisory service.
