Creative development Area of Learning

Music

· A high quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. 

· As pupils progress, they should develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to the best in the musical canon.
Aims 
The national curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils: 

· perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians 
· learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence 
· Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations. 
Curriculum Outline

Music is a foundation subject in the National Curriculum. 

· At Royd we follow the Cornerstones curriculum.

· A series of key skills ensures progress from Foundation Stage through Key stage 1

· Through half-termly topics music is linked with work in other curriculum areas.

· Medium-term plans give details of each unit of work. 

· Continuous provision at FS and in Year 1 gives opportunities for practice development and extension of pupils’ experience in music.

Foundation pupils should have opportunities enabling them to explore and play with a wide range of media and materials, as well as providing opportunities and encouragement for sharing their thoughts, ideas and feelings through a variety of activities in art, music, movement, dance, role-play, and design and technology.

Foundation Pupils will be working towards the Early Learning goal: Expressive Arts and Design/Using Media and Materials:

Children sing songs, make music and dance, and experiment with ways of changing them. They safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
Key stage 1 
Pupils should be taught to: 

· use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes 

· play tuned and untuned instruments musically 

· listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music 

· experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music. 

Roles and Responsibilities
Governors, Head Teacher, Creative Curriculum Team, class teachers and teaching assistants will all be responsible for delivery of the Creative Curriculum to pupils in school.

Online Safety

When completing Music through the use of ICT, all staff will agree to a code of conduct for the protection of pupils and sign a ‘staff acceptable use agreement’. Pupils will be regularly advised of online-safety procedures within Computing and Technology lessons. Parents will be offered the opportunity to attend online-safety training every two years. Any online safety related incidents should be reported to the online safety lead (Sean Sly). 

Organisation of Teaching and Learning

Music will be taught through topic work. Composing, listening and responding to music all lend themselves to a topic based approach. 

Music is taught by each class teacher and follows the Cornerstones framework of key skills.  Work can be introduced in a whole class lesson, then appropriate instruments and resources are displayed for children to experiment and practise on their own.  This kind of reinforcement is essential as each child needs chance to become familiar with the instruments and practise the activities introduced to the whole class. Frequently children throughout school can experience music through ICT, every child in year 1 + 2 is given the opportunity to explore ‘2simple Music’ on the computer.   

There is a Key Stage One singing session once a week to learn new songs.  Each day in assembly, music is played as the children come in from the music of the week board teaching the children about different genres of music.  The same CD is played every two weeks so the children become familiar with it.

Y2 children are given the chance to learn the recorder in a lunchtime club. There is a school choir of KS1 pupils. Parents/Carers are invited to hear them play at Christmas and Leavers’ concerts

Children’s Experience:

Children need chance to use the instruments individually to rehearse their compositions and practise new activities.  They also need practise in working in small groups on a piece of music and opportunities to perform this work to others.

Singing as a class and a whole school through Sing Up is also essential and can be great fun!

Progression:
Throughout the school, children should become more adept at handling and playing instruments and should be able to read and produce more and more sophisticated notation.  They should progress from simple songs to longer, more complex ones and Y2 children should learn simple rounds.  Accompaniments to songs should range from simple untuned percussion to a 1 or 2 note pattern on tuned percussion to more complicated longer patterns.  

Equal Opportunities and Special Educational Needs
All children have access to develop their creativity on a regular basis in any classroom and Computing Suite (using the 2Explore and 2Beat programmes).  The aim is to encourage them to be independent in their use but where necessary adult help and supervision is provided for those who need it. 

Every year we have a week in November dedicated to the creative arts, where children learn new skills, experience new opportunities through Music and Dance while being focused on a particular theme e.g. Countries, Environments, Decades. 

Management

The Head Teacher ensures the existence and implementation of Music Policy.  The Creative Curriculum Team is responsible for supporting the policy with reference to:- The teacher is responsible for individual child’s Musical experiences in accordance with the school’s Music Policy.

Assessment, Recording and Reporting

Assessment is made twice yearly once a scheme of work has been taught. They’re assessed once in percussion and once in singing. Evidence is gathered through photographs. 
Children’s progress is reported to parents in the annual report to parents and can be discussed at Parents’ Evenings.

Health and Safety 
Health and safety procedures regarding equipment use and the use of electrical equipment will be adhered to. Each member of staff accepts the responsibility for the health and safety of children in their care. 

Resources
All the musical resources are kept in the meeting area in a cupboard. There is a variety of music books in school available for all staff.  There is a portable CD player/ tape recorder in each classroom. CD’s are kept in the music centre cupboard in the hall.
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
