This week:

As part of English the children have continued to learn about the traditional tale Goldilocks and the Three Bears. The children listened to the story and identified key features such as the characters, setting and main events. We then came up with adjectives to describe Goldilocks and the three bears and the setting of the woods. Following on from this the children discussed different vocabulary words, their meaning how many syllables they have and found the sentence containing it in the WAGOLL (what a good one looks like). To support your child at home please can you ask them the following questions: Can you describe Goldilocks appearance? What did Goldilocks break? What happened when the three bears returned home? To support your child further it would be brilliant if you could read them the story.
The children have been looking at the most and least in amounts of objects. Children had to count the items in the pictures, compare the amounts and identify which image had the most or the least amount of objects. At home please can you support your child with counting the amounts of objects and comparing which has the most and the least.
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Muck, Mess and Mixture’. As part of topic lessons children have continued to complete art based activities. They have looked at different ways of painting using fingers, sponges, rollers and brushes. Can you get your child to paint using these techniques? Also the children have used primary colours. Can you name the primary colours? (red, yellow and blue) Please support your child by having a go at this at home.

Homework

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diary’s

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
