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This week:
In English this week we have introduced our new focus of story. We have linked this to our new topic of Beat, Bang Boogie. The children have been learning the skills they need to include in a story. These include:

Key vocabulary and ambitious words

Coordinating conjunctions (and, or, but)

Punctuation (question mark? And exclamation mark!) 

Children have been working really hard to write sentences using these features and remembering to check that both clauses make sense on their own when using coordinating conjunctions. 

For example:

Harry walked through the messy school and he saw the beautiful lady.
Can your child tell you about the story so far?

Can they write a sentence using coordinating and subordinating conjunctions?

Can they tell you some key vocabulary they might include in their story?
In Maths this week, the children have continued Shape, Space and Measure with the initial focus on Shapes. We have been focusing on length and height. We started off with looking at different items and ordering them longest and shortest and tallest and shortest. In Year 1 children are also taught to measure length accurately in cm using a ruler. You can practise this at home using a ruler and any object you have. Ensure the start of the object is sat at 0cm and the child has to read which number on the ruler is closest to the end of the object. Estimation is also a required skill and they must show they have the skills to accurately estimate length and height eg: What is the length of the English book? Using their knowledge of what 30cm looks like English book, an accurate answer could be around 15m. 40cm however would not be an accurate estimate for this. Can your child practise estimating the length and height of items at home or when you’re out and about? Are they accurate estimations? 

In Topic this week we have introduced our new focus called ‘Beat, Band, Boogie!’ We have continued with our first focus, Geography, within this we have continued to look at identifying the 7 continents and where they are located in the world. These are Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Antarctica, Europe and Australia.  Ask you child to name the continents and identify them on the map. We then moved on to identifying the countries in the United Kingdom and where are located. These are England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Can your child identify the location of each countries in the UK on a map?

Homework

Homework will mainly be handed out on a Wednesday. On the odd occasion it may be on a different day due to timetable changes. Please return homework on a Monday. Handing it on a Monday gives you the opportunity before the weekend to ask the teacher any questions so that you are clear of how to support your child if unsure. There is a tray in each class where the homework needs to be returned. Please ask the teacher where this tray is if unsure. 
Spellings

Spellings are handed out each Thursday and your child will be tested on these spellings the following Thursday. Children will receive a list of spellings to practise each week. In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 

Reading Diary’s

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
