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Weekly Newsletter

This week:

As part of English the children have continued to learn about the traditional tale Goldilocks and the Three Bears. The children have continued to focus on writing sentences about Goldilocks and the three bears. We have learnt that the coordinating conjunction and joins two simple sentences together. We have applied this to our sentence writing to make compound sentences. 

We then moved on to punctuation where we introduced question marks and exclamation marks. The children applied these by writing questions that they would like to ask Goldilocks about her time in the bear’s house. We use exclamation marks to denote strong feelings and emotions. The children wrote sentences using exclamation marks to show how the bear’s felt when they found out Goldilocks had been in their house.  To support your child at home please can you ask them the following questions: What is a question mark and why is it use? Can you think of some questions to ask Goldilocks? What is an exclamation mark used for? Can you use an exclamation mark in a sentence? Can you describe Goldilocks appearance? What did Goldilocks break? What happened when the three bears returned home? To support your child further it would be brilliant if you could read them the story.
As part of maths the children have been focusing on place value of digits in numbers. Looking at how many lots of 10 and how many lots of ones does a number have e.g. 31 has 3 lots of ten and 1 lot of ones. From this the children had to order numbers given from smallest to largest and then largest to smallest up to 10. We then progressed this up to 100.    At home please can you support your child with counting forwards and backwards to 100. Ask you child how many lots of tens and how many lots of ones does a number contain.  
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Muck, Mess and Mixture’. As part of topic lessons children have moved on to Science. We have been looking at different materials (metal, wood, plastic, glass) and their properties e.g. soft, hard, smooth, transparent, shiny, dull rough and smooth. Children have matched the properties to the materials.  Please support your child by having a go at this at home by discussing different objects and the properties they have.

Homework

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diary’s

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
