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This week:
In English this week we have introduced our new focus of story. We have linked this to our new topic of Beat, Bang Boogie. This week the children have continued to focus on suffixes. Children had a bank of words and had to change the root word to the plural form using the correct suffix. They then had to apply the words into their own sentences linking it to the story about Harry. Below are the rules for the suffixes -ed (past tense), -ing (present tense), -er (comparative adjective, compares 2 things) and -est (superlative adjective, compares 2 or more things).

For example, late = later and latest
wide = wider and widest

Rule 2 - Words that end in y', change the y'to an i' and add

For example, hoppy = happier and hoappiest

early = earlier and earliest

Rule 3 - CVC .or CCVC mord - douwhble the letter at the end.

For example, hot = hotter and hottest
sod = sadder and saddest




Children have been working really hard to write sentences using these features and remembering to check that both clauses make sense on their own when using coordinating conjunctions. They have also had to include key vocabulary and ambitious words.
For example:

Harry walked through the scattered papers and he saw the beautiful lady.
Harry was watching the policemen and he quickly sprinted to his bike.
Harry was faster than the lady but the policeman was the fastest.  

Can your child tell you about the story so far?

Can they write a sentence using coordinating conjunctions? (and or but) 
Can they tell you some key vocabulary they might include in their story?

Do they know the rules for making root words plural? 

Do they know the rules for making words past tense using the suffix -ed? 

Do they know the rules for making words present tense using the suffix -ing?

Do they know the rules for adding the suffix -er to make a comparative adjective?
Do they know the rules for adding the suffix -est to make a superlative adjective? 
In Maths this week, the children have continued Shape, Space and Measure. We have moved on to our next focus of ‘mass’. We have looked at key vocabulary linking to mass. E.g. light, lighter, lightest, lighter than, heavy, heavier, heaviest, heavier than, equal to, equal, balanced, balance and scales. We have ordered items from lightest the heaviest and from heaviest to lightest. The children have also used balance scales to find out which item is the lightest, heaviest or balanced. They then used the balance scales and 10g weights and weighed different items found around the classroom. Finally, we looked at reading scales in intervals of 2’s, 5’s and 10’s. 
Can you find items at home and discuss which is the lightest and which is the heaviest?

If you have some scales can you find the mass of them in grams? 

In Topic this week the children have been taking part in our safety week. This week children have had a virtual visit with a guest speaker from the online safety team at Sheffield City Council and have discussed how to stay safe online. The children found this so interesting and eye-opening! They understand that they need to keep their personal information private and that they must tell an adult they can trust if an issue arises. 

They have created posters and personal profiles around online safety, fire safety and stranger danger. The children have loved this week and have learnt a lot about how to stay safe.

Can your child tell you how to stay safe online?

Do they know what stranger danger is?

Can they tell you about fire safety?

Can they remember and tell you the PANTS rule?

Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
