This week:

As part of English this week the children have revisited genres taught this year including story writing and poetry. Children then had a focus on spelling in their lessons. Our key phoneme this week has been ‘oo’ in ‘poo at the zoo’. Children applied this phoneme in the spelling of words such as zoo, food, room, moon, spoon. They then applied what they had learnt and wrote a sentence which contained words with the digraph ‘oo’ in. Can your child think of anymore words with the ‘oo’ sound in and can they write a sentence with the words in it?
As part of Maths the children have been learning to count in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s forwards and backwards. The children know that when we count in 2’s the numbers are always even and they end in one of the even digits: 2, 4, 6, 8, 0. 

When we count in 5’s the numbers end in either a 5 or a 0 and when we count in 10’s the numbers end in a 0. 

Can your child tell you which digits are odd (1, 3, 5, 7, 9) and which numbers are even (2, 4, 6, 8 0)? Can your child tell you what digits a number should end in when we’re counting in 5’s?
Can your child complete the counting sequences below by filling in the missing numbers? Remember to check whether the sequences are counting forwards or backwards first!

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Memory Box’. As part of topic lessons, children continued with their science learning and have looked in more detail at the 5 senses: taste, sight, smell, hear and touch. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
