This week:

As part of English this week the children have began their new writing genre; information text. The children looked at an example of an information text which focused on modern toys and analysed the key aspects within it. This included the heading, subheading, paragraphs and technical words to do with the subject. The children were told that when they write their own information text, they will be writing about Victorian toys. The children had a skills lesson where they wrote sentences about Victorian toys using the coordinating conjunction ‘and’. They know that ‘and’ is used to join two simple sentences together to make a compound sentence, for example - The Diablo was a juggling toy and it was made out of wood. 

The children wrote lots of amazing sentences about Victorian toys, remembering their capital letters and full stops!
What does the coordinating conjunction ‘and’ do? Can your child write another sentence about a different Victorian toy?
