This week:

As part of English this week we have continued their second cycle of story writing. The children have been adding suffixes to words to change their meaning. We have looked at the suffixes ‘er’ and ‘est’. The suffix ‘er’ is used for comparing two things and is called a ‘comparative’ adjective and the suffix ‘est’ is used for comparing more than two things and is therefore a ‘superlative’ adjective. For example, this cake is tasty, that cake is tastier but those sweets are the tastiest. We also looked at the suffixes ‘ful’ and ‘ness’. The suffix ‘ful’ makes a word full of something. For example, beautiful is full of beauty. The suffix ‘ness’ is the state, quality or condition of something and it changes an adjective to a noun. For example, dirty ( dirtiness. The children had to look at different words and decide which spelling rule needed to be applied.
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If the word ends in y', we replace it with an i' bhefore adding

Jul' or ‘ness'.
heauty - beoutiful
pity - pitiful

happy - happiness
empty - emptiness
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Rule | - Words that end in '2' - chop off the 2' and add er' or est'

For example, late = later and latest
wide = wider and widest

Rule 2 - Words that end in y', change the ' to an i' and add
either 'er' or est'

For example, happy = happier and hoappiest

early = earlier and earliest

Rule 3 - CVC or CCVC word - douwhle the letter at the end and add

either ‘er' or est'

For example, hot = hotter and hottest
glum = glummer and glummest

What are the spelling rules for adding the suffixes ‘ful’ and ‘ness’’?

As part of Maths this week the children have continued to look at capacity and volume. The children were given a volume measurement and they used their knowledge of counting in 1s, 2s, 3s, 5s and 10s to figure out what the scale was going up in so they could work out what the missing numbers were. From this they could then draw the given volume measurement on to the scale. The children also enjoyed being mathematicians to figure out word problems related to volume and capacity and they thoroughly enjoyed an investigation of planning their very own magic portion. The children had to pick 6 ingredients which could not go over the total capacity of 100ml so they had to think really carefully about the volume of each ingredient.  
Can your child tell you what capacity and volume mean? Can your child find different containers at home and figure out what the scales are counting in? 

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Rio De Vida’. As part of topic lessons, children have continued their science learning. The children have learned all about habitats and micro habitats and they have identified animals that live there. The children then looked at the needs of a pet. The children picked a pet that they are familiar with and completed a plan on how to look after them including the following things: food, water, exercise, habitat and love. The children then looked at their plans to write a mini information text about how to take care of their pet. 
Can your child tell you what a habitat and micro habitat is? Can they tell you what pet they chose and how to take care of it?
This week, the children also spent a whole afternoon in their groups creating their very own animation. Each person had a very special role within their group including a director, cameraman and navigator. The children had lots of fun following their plans and putting their ideas into action!
