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Weekly Newsletter

This week:

As part of English this week the children have continued their first story writing genre of the year with Little Red Riding Hood. We have been focusing on Punctuation; in particular question marks and exclamation marks. The children have identified that question words (Who What Where When Why How Do If Is Are Can Should Could etc) are positioned at the start of the question and then a question mark sits at the end of the question. An exclamation mark has 2 purposes: used for demonstrating strong feelings and emotions and used for an exclamation sentence.  An example of a strong feeling/emotion sentence: “Get out of my house!” screeched Granny loudly. Exclamation sentences are a little bit trickier because they can start with either “What” or “How” which are also question Words. Exclamation sentences are statements e.g. How stunning Little Red Riding Hood’s dress was! or What a sneaky, cunning wolf!

Can your child tell you some ambitious adjectives? Can they write a question? Can they create their own sentences for the different uses of an exclamation mark? 
As part of Maths the children have continued their first area of focus: Place Value. The children have recognised numbers by identifying the value of the tens and then the ones in each number. The children have been looking at number lines and paying particular attention to the start and end number. The children used their knowledge to work out what number would be half way on the number line and they accurately estimated the missing numbers. Can your child tell you what is half way between 0 and 100? Can your child tell you what is half way between 50 and 0?
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Bounce’. As part of topic lessons, children continued with their science learning. We have continued to look at different materials (metal, wood, plastic, glass, fabric) and the children identified whether an object is made of a certain material and why/ E.g. a pillow isn’t made out of metal because it would be hard so it wouldn’t be comfortable.

Homework

In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
