This week:

In Maths this week the children have continued their work around space, shape and measure. Children have looked at using standard units of measure (cm) to measure the objects accurately. We have reminded the children that when we measure the length of an object, we are measuring horizontally and when we measure the height of an object we are measuring vertically. The children then completed some lessons outside measuring the length and heights of objects in the playground using a metre ruler. 

Can your chid accurately measure objects to the nearest centimetre?

Can they measure length and height of an object?

Can they compare the items and say which item is longer and which is shorter?
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Memory Box’. As part of topic lessons, children have continued with their Design and Technology learning. After learning how to correctly join materials in their last lesson, it was time for the children to design their own vehicle! Children in Year 2 designed trains. They drew an outline of a train, labelled the parts and then labelled what they will be making each part out of. For example, steam dome – kitchen roll tube. Carriage – cardboard box. After this, the children used their designs to create their trains. They had to carefully select the materials they needed to ensure their train matched their design criteria. After successfully making their train, the children enjoyed painting them. This made them look very realistic!

Can your child tell you the process they took to design and create their toy train?

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
