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Weekly Newsletter

This week:

As part of English this week the children have revisited genres taught this year including story writing and poetry. Children then had a focus on spelling in their lessons. Our key phoneme this week has been ‘ch’. Children applied this phoneme in the spelling of words such as March, lunch, crunch, cheek and chicken. They then applied what they had learned and wrote a sentence which contained words with the digraph ‘ch’ in. Can your child think of anymore words with the ‘ch sound in and can they write a sentence with the words in it?

In Maths the children have continued their unit around addition and subtraction. Children this week have learned how to use an empty number line to help them work out their calculations and also to make sure when adding, they re-order their number sentence to make sure the biggest number is at the start of the calculation. We have encouraged the children to use their place value knowledge when completing their calculations on a number line, looking carefully at the tens and ones in a number and also to make sure they show their working out above the number line e.g:
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Can your child identify the number of tens and ones in a number?

Can they use an empty number line to help them complete addition and subtraction calculations?

Can they re-order their number sentence to make the biggest number go first in the calculation?

Can they set out their number line neatly and show their working out clearly?

Our topic this half-term is ‘Bright Lights Big City’. As part of topic lessons, the children continued their History learning. After learning all about The Great Fire of London it was time for the children order the events that unfolded in the correct order on a timeline. The children first ordered the events on the timeline below so they learned how a timeline works.  They did this by using the days, pictures and the text.
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The next step was for children to then order the events on the timeline below without the text to help them. The children were amazed to learn that on a timeline there’s sometimes bigger gaps between the next event to show a longer period of time. 


The last step was for children to order the events on the timeline but this time they had no text to help them and they had to write the days in themselves and then stick the correct picture above the correct day.
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Can your child tell you the events that unfolded in the correct order?
How many days did the fire last for?

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
