This week:

In Maths the children have continued their unit around addition and subtraction. Children this week have learned how to find the missing number in the middle of a subtraction calculation and at the start. The children have been exposed to the following rhymes to help them complete the missing numbers in the calculation:
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Can your child complete the following calculations using the rhymes to help them?

72 - __ = 34
__ - 16 = 57
98 - __ = 65
__ - 22 = 41
Our topic this half-term is ‘Bright Lights Big City’. As part of topic lessons, the children have started their science learning all about how we get seasons throughout the year. The children have been learning all about the Earth and how it rotates around the sun. The children loved learning about this and enjoyed the video clips that supported their learning on this. 

We then moved on to our final science session of the unit by looking at day length. The children were very good at this and again loved finding out about why the length of day time differs in summer time compared to winter time. 

We have had lots of talk around this and the children have thoroughly enjoyed exploring this topic.

Homework

Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
