This week:

As part of Maths this week children have started their addition and subtraction unit. We have begun this by using ‘bar modelling’ and learning the ‘part, part, whole’ technique’. For addition, the children had to remember to reorder their calculation if the largest number isn’t already first. For example, 5 + 7 = would become 7 + 5 = 

For subtraction, the children were given the ‘whole’ and a ‘part’ and from this, they had to find the remaining ‘part’ as the answer.
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Can your child complete the following calculations using the bar modelling technique?

6 + 8 = 

9 + 5 = 

11 – 4 = 

17 – 3 =  

Our topic this half-term is ‘Bright Lights Big City’. As part of topic lessons, the children have started their science learning all about weather. We began by discussing the four seasons; Spring, Summer, Autumn and Winter and the types of weather we would usually see within these seasons. For example, snow in Winter and sun in Summer. We then looked at the effects of weather types and decided if these were positive effects or negative effects. For example, rain provides water which helps plants to grow, however, too much rain can cause flooding and this can cause a lot of damage. We then looked at day length to find out which months/seasons have the most sunlight and which have the least.  
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Can your child tell you which season has the most hours of sunlight?
Can your child tell you a positive and negative effect of each weather type (sun, rain, snow)?

Homework

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences?

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
