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Weekly Newsletter

This week:

As part of English this week, we have started our new focus around poetry. The children listened to the poem ‘What Can I Build with My Blocks?’. They then performed the poem, analysed it and reordered it. When performing the poem, the children created actions to help them remember the poem and express the language used. They were fantastic at this! When analysing the poem, we looked at the structure and the way a poem is set out, looking carefully at the four stanzas, lines and features found within these. When reordering the poem, children had to read the lines given to them and put them into the correct order so the poem made sense. 

After working extremely hard to remember the order of our poem. The children then learned about completing a cloze. A cloze is a piece of text with missing words. The children had to write in the missing words from the poem. Later in the week, the children planned their own poem. They thought carefully about the different vocabulary to include in their writing and how they would change the theme. They have been very creative!

When writing up their poem using their plan, the children were amazing at remembering to use stanzas, lines and a range of punctuation!

Can your child tell you the key features of a poem?

Can your child perform their poem to you from memory?

Can you guess the theme of their poem?
Our topic this half-term is ‘Bright Lights Big City’. As part of topic lessons, the children have finished their science learning. For the past couple of weeks, we have been recording the temperature as a class everyday at 1pm. It was now the children’s job to transfer this data onto a graph and compare the temperature on different days.

We then moved onto our Design and Technology learning for this half-term focused on textiles. The children learned what sewing is (the craft of fastening or attaching objects using stitches) and some key vocabulary such as thread, strand, loop, seam. The children then used fabric, a needle and a thread to practise sewing using a running stitch. 

Can your child explain the process of completing a running stitch?
Can your child tell you what a seam is? (The line where two pieces of fabric are joined together with stitching)

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 

Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
