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Weekly Newsletter

This week:

This week in English the children have started their new genre of writing: writing a persuasive speech. We have acted out a persuasive speech, creating our own actions to help us remember some key words! We have also analysed a WAGOLL (What a Good One Looks Like) and we have identified all the features needed in a persuasive speech. These include: introduction, explain each argument in detail, paragraphs, conclusion, present tense, conjunctions and punctuation. The persuasive speech we are focusing on is based around convincing Miss Jones to keep the playtime equipment by stating the benefits it brings us. 

Can your child tell you some reasons why the playtime equipment helps us?

Can they use some persuasive language and convince you that the playtime equipment should remain?

As part of Maths this week children have continued their focus on addition and subtraction. For addition, they remembered that the largest number must come first in the calculation. They found this number on the number line and counted on to find the answer. They then moved onto solving subtraction calculations within 20 on a number line. In a subtraction calculation the largest number is always first so the children know they never need to reorder any subtraction calculations. They circled their first number on the number line and counted backwards to find the answer. 

Please look at the information below with your child. 
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Our topic this half-term is ‘Bright Lights Big City’. As part of topic lessons, the children have continued their Design and Technology learning based around sewing. They designed their very own coaster, labelling the key materials they will need and techniques they will use before making it! The children then made their coaster. They had lots of fun using a range of coloured threads and a running stitch to sew their very own personalised coaster with their initial on it!
We then moved onto our Art learning for this half-term. In art we have been looking at creating collages and symmetry. The children know that a collage is a piece of art made by sticking various materials (for example, paper/card) onto a backing. The children practised creating shape collages using 1 block colour first before creating a larger colourful collage of a city skyline. 

Can your child tell you what a collage is?
Can your child explain what symmetrical means? (The same on both sides)
This week, we have also enjoyed a trip to somewhere local; Bolsterstone Church! We had a beautiful walk up to the top of the village before exploring all of the artefacts inside of the church. Please see our photos on the school website or Facebook!

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
