This week:
As part of English this week the children have continued their first story writing genre of the year with Little Red Riding Hood. The children have generated some verbs (doing or being words) such as mumbled and bellowed.  The children have also been writing simple sentences and some children have even been using the coordinating conjunction ‘and’ within their writing! A coordinating conjunction joins two simple sentences together.

Can your child explain what a verb is? (A doing word – jumping, knitting, went). 

Can they generate a sentence about Little Red Riding Hood?
As part of Maths the children have been ordering groups of numbers given from smallest to largest and then form largest to smallest up to 20.

Can your child order the following numbers from smallest to largest and then from largest to smallest?

12     8     19

Later on in the week, we looked at ordering a group of numbers from smallest to largest and largest to smallest within 100. 

Can your child order the following numbers from smallest to largest and then from largest to smallest?

21      57      34   

Remember to look at the tens first and then the ones!

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Bounce’. As part of topic lessons children have continued their Science learning. 

We have been looking at different materials (metal, wood, plastic, glass, fabric, rock) and their properties e.g. soft, hard, smooth, transparent, shiny, dull rough and smooth. The children then had to explain why certain objects are made out of specific materials e.g. a chair is made out of wood because it is strong and rigid. Gloves are made out of wool because wool is soft and it keeps our hands warm!

Can your child tell you the properties of wood? (hard, rigid)

Can your child tell you the properties of glass? (often transparent or translucent, brittle)

Can your child tell you why a water bottle is made out of plastic and not paper?

Homework

Spellings

Spellings are handed out each Thursday and your child will be tested on these spellings the following Thursday. Children will receive a list of spellings to practise each week. In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
