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When we add &' or es' it makes the word plural - this

means there is more than one.

It can also make words third person xverhs - this means

someone else or something else is doing something.

If a word ends in s, 55, sh, ch, x or z, zz, Jou oadd - es.

For example, bush = hushes

wosh = washes
For all other words, just add s

For example, cat = cats
mend = mends



Weekly Newsletter

This week:
As part of English this week the children have continued their first story writing genre of the year with Little Red Riding Hood. We have focused on writing different types of sentences including questions and exclamation sentences. A question is when we want a response or an answer from someone and we always end it with a question mark ‘?’ We came up with a range of question words we can use to start a question when we are writing including; who, what, where, why, when, how, do, which, can, is, are, were. Whenever we are writing an exclamation sentence it must include strong feeling or emotion and end with an exclamation mark ‘!’ For example, “Get out of my Granny’s house now!” yelled Little Red Riding Hood.
Can your child think of a question they would like to ask Little Red Riding Hood? Can your child tell you when an exclamation mark would be used and give an example?

We have focused on suffixes and looked at adding the suffix ‘s’ and ‘es’ which changes a root word to either plural or a present tense verb.
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As part of Maths the children have applied their knowledge of ordering numbers to 100 to allow them to build 100 squares. The children had to count forwards and backwards from any number within 100 to locate and workout the missing numbers. 

For example: 72 73 74 75 76 77 78

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Bounce’. As part of topic lessons, children began their Design and Technology topic surrounding ‘Food and Nutrition’ where they identified healthy and unhealthy foods. 

After identifying healthy and unhealthy foods, the children used the ‘eat well plate’ as a guide to create their own healthy plate which had to include 2 portions of fruit/ vegetables, 2 portions of carbohydrates, 1 portion of protein and 1 portion of dairy. We then  looked in more depth at the five food groups: fat, protein, dairy, fruit and vegetables, carbohydrates and the children sorted food items into the correct categories on a food pyramid.

Can your child name some healthy and some unhealthy foods?

Can your children name the five food groups?

Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
