This week:
As part of English the children have written their own version of Little Red Riding Hood. They wrote their story in five parts (the start, build up, problem, resolution and end). The children ensured they met the steps for success by including story language (e.g. Once upon a time), writing in past tense, using coordinating conjunctions (e.g. and), ambitious words and also using a range of punctuation (capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks). They worked extremely hard and their stories turned out brilliantly!

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Bounce’. As part of topic lessons, children continued their Design and Technology topic surrounding ‘Food and Nutrition’. Now that they were experts at designing, making and evaluating their very own pizzas it was time for the children to write a set instructions. The children had to use time adverbials (first, next, after that, following this, then, finally). They also had pictures of the instructions and written instructions to cut and stick on the correct places in their instruction grid. Using the pictures below, can your child verbally tell you the steps to make a pizza?

Homework

If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
