This week:
As part of English this week the children created a story plan including pictures and key words to support them when writing their Little Red Riding Hood Story. In our other English lessons this week, the children began to write their story which included the start (using the story language: Once upon a time) where Little Red Riding Hood is introduced. The children then wrote the second part of their 5-part story which is called the ‘build-up’ and begins with ‘One day’. In the build-up of the story, Little Red Riding Hood travels through the gloomy woods to visit her Granny, but she met a fierce wolf who asked her where she was going.

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Bounce’. The children’s topic this half term is ‘Bounce’. As part of topic lessons, children continued their Design and Technology topic surrounding ‘Food and Nutrition’. After creating their very own pizzas last week the children were then encouraged to evaluate their creations. When evaluating what they like and dislike about their pizzas, children were encouraged to think about the texture (soft, crispy, hard) and the taste (rich, salty, sour). Now that they were experts at designing, making and evaluating their very own pizzas it was time for the children to write a set instructions. The children had to use time adverbials (first, next, after that, following this, then, finally). Using the pictures below, can your child verbally tell you the steps to make a pizza?

Homework

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
