This week:
As part of English this week the children have started their first poetry genre, focusing on the poem ‘Teddy’. First the children had to create their own actions for different lines in the poem for example, Teddy’s ‘comfortable hat’ and ‘waterproof boots’. After practising each line of the poem with their chosen actions, the children performed to each other. In the next lesson, we analysed key elements of a poem looking at the stanzas (a group of lines) in our poem and the lines (there are eight lines in our poem, four in each stanza). Now that the children could perform and analyse our poem, they were ready to reorder it. The children were given the poem chopped up into pieces containing one line at a time and had to work out the correct order to place them in. The children loved reading the poem aloud whilst they were doing this activity to remind them which line should come next. 

Can your child tell you what a stanza is?

As part of Maths the children have had to use their place value knowledge to look carefully at the value of the number and then write it correctly spelling the number in words. The children have also been given the number in words and asked to read it and then write the number in digits. The challenge this week has been for children to identify incorrect spellings and correct these themselves.
Can your child write numbers from 1-100 in words? 
Can they spell them correctly? 
Can they read the number in words and write the number in digits?
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Memory Box’. As part of topic lessons, children started Science and they have been learning all about herbivores, carnivores and omnivores. Children had to complete food chains by cutting and sticking pictures of different animals in the correct places. They knew food chains always start with producers followed by consumers so they had to think really hard about which pictures went where.

Can they give you examples?

Homework

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
