This week:
As part of English this week the children have continued their first poetry genre, focusing on the poem ‘Teddy’. This week, the children have learnt about completing a cloze. A cloze consists of a portion of text with certain words missing. The children had to complete the cloze by adding in the missing words. Later in the week, the children looked at planning their own poem. They thought carefully of different vocabulary to include in their writing and changed the theme from a teddy to a different toy of their choice. The children then neatly wrote their final poem up in their books. They have been so creative and remembered to use stanzas and correct punctuation! 

Can your child tell you the features of a poem? Can they perform their poem to you from memory? Can you guess the theme of their poem?

As part of Maths the children have been learning to count in 5’s forwards and backwards. The children know that when we count in 

5’s the numbers end in 5 or a 0. We have also been learning to count in 2’s. The children know that when we count in 

2’s the numbers end in our even numbers; 0, 2, 4, 6, 8.

Homework

Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher. 
Both Reception classes are short of pink band reading books.  If you still have any at home from when your child was in Reception, please can you return these to your child's class teacher who will pass them onto Reception staff.  Thank you.
