This week:
As part of English this week the children have continued with their first poetry genre, focusing on the poem ‘Teddy’. This week, the children have learned about completing a cloze. A cloze consists of a portion of text with certain words missing. The children had to complete the cloze by adding in the missing words. Later in the week, the children looked at planning their own poem. They thought carefully of different vocabulary to include in their writing and changing the theme from a teddy to a different type of toy. The children then neatly wrote their final poem up in their books. They have been so creative and remembered to use stanzas and correct punctuation! 

Can your child tell you the features of a poem? Can they perform their poem to you from memory? Can you guess the theme of their poem?

In Maths this week, the children have started their new topic on shape. The children have been naming 2D and 3D shapes and looking at their properties. The children have come across specific vocabulary which they have been focusing on when describing the property of a shape:
Vertices - where two edges come together to make a point or a corner.

Edges - the sides around the EDGE of the shape.
Faces – the flat surfaces of a solid shape.

Can your child name 2D shapes? Can they name 3D shapes? 

Can they describe the properties of the shape using the vocabulary above?
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Memory Box’. The children have continued their science lessons by looking at food chains. The children have focused on key vocabulary to help them understand the food chain: Producer - the start of the food chain and they produce their own food. Consumer - feed on producers or other consumers to survive. They cannot make their own food. Predator - an animal that eats other animals. The children then really enjoyed creating their own food chains using pictures of different producers, consumers and predators.
Can your child tell you the meaning of each of these 3 words? 
Can they explain what a food chain is?

Homework

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher. 
Both Reception classes are short of pink band reading books.  If you still have any at home, please can you return these to your child's class teacher who will pass them onto Reception staff.  Thank you.
