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Weekly Newsletter

This week:

As part of English this week the children have began their new writing genre; information text. The children looked at an example of an information text which focused on modern toys and analysed the key aspects within it. This included the heading, introduction, subheading, paragraphs and technical words to do with the subject. The children were told that when they write their own information text, they will be writing about Victorian toys. The children had a skills lesson where they wrote sentences about Victorian toys using the coordinating conjunctions ‘or’, ‘and’, ‘but’. They know that ‘and’ is used to join two simple sentences together to make a compound sentence, for example - The Diablo was a wooden, juggling toy and to play it you need to flick the spool in the air and catch it on the strings. 

The children wrote lots of amazing sentences about Victorian toys, remembering their capital letters and full stops!

What does the coordinating conjunction ‘and’ do? Can your child write another sentence about a different Victorian toy using the coordinating conjunction ‘or’? 
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In Maths this week the children have been continuing their work on shape, space and measure.
 The children have looked at describing the properties of 3D shapes using the vocabulary: vertices, faces and edges. The children have been challenged to read facts about shapes and try to guess the shape described.

We have focused a lot of our maths work around talking about shapes and the children have been able to confidently name and describe the shapes to their peers. We finished our week this week with a shape hunt! The children loved trying to guess the shape using the clues provided and finding the answers.

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The children’s topic this half term is ‘Memory Box’. In our Design and Technology lessons we have focused on practising our cutting; a very important skill! The children learnt the correct way to hold the scissors before applying these skills to cut a range of lines and shapes.  In our next lesson, we learnt about joining techniques. The children loved exploring using techniques such as ‘flange’, ‘slot’ and ‘tabs’.
Can your child demonstrate how to correctly cut a range of materials?

Can your child tell you which techniques they used to accurately join their materials?

Homework

Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher. 
Both Reception classes are short of pink band reading books.  If you still have any at home, please can you return these to your child's class teacher who will pass them onto Reception staff.  Thank you.
