This week:
A reminder that your child’s Christmas play costume should now be in school.
Key Stage 1 Christmas play will take place on Wednesday 13th December at 10am and 2pm.   
As part of English this week the children have continued their new writing genre; information text. The children wrote their improvement sentences and then analysed their writing against the steps for success. These included: heading, subheading, paragraphs and technical words.

Can your child tell you their improvement sentence?

In Maths this week the children have looked at symmetry in 2D and 3D shapes. The children have had to find lines of symmetry making sure that both sides of the shape are equal on both sides. Children have had a range of shapes and have had to write down how many lines of symmetry they can find. The children have also started to look at measurement. Learning about both length and height, children have looked at measuring a range of objects in the classroom deciding if they are more than 1 metre or less than 1 metre. 
Can your child find lines of symmetry in a 2D shape? 
Can your child tell you if an object is taller or less than 1m? 
Can they tell you the length of an object?
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Memory Box’. As part of topic lessons, children have continued with their Design and Technology learning. After creating their Ferris wheels last week, it was now time for the children to evaluate their structures. Children had to think about skills they were good at and skills they need to improve on for example, cutting or joining.

Homework

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
