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When we add &' or es' it makes the word plural - this

means there is more than one.

It can also make words third person xverhs - this means

someone else or something else is doing something.

If a word ends in s, 55, sh, ch, x or z, zz, Jou oadd - es.

For example, bush = hushes

wosh = washes
For all other words, just add s

For example, cat = cats
mend = mends

Please can we ask that any reading books taken home are returned to your child’s classroom book boxes after they’ve been used.
This week:
As part of English the children have continued their second cycle of story writing. This week we have focused on suffixes and looked at adding the suffix ‘s’ and ‘es’ which changes a root word to either plural or a present tense verb. We have looked at the suffix ‘ed’ which makes words past tense as well as the suffix ‘ing’ which can make words present tense. At the end of the week, we then learnt about the suffixes ‘er’ and ‘est’. The suffix ‘er’ is used for comparing and is called a ‘comparative’ adjective and the suffix ‘est’ is used for comparing more than two things and is therefore a ‘superlative’ adjective. For example, this cake is tasty, that bun is tastier but those sweets are the tastiest. The children had to look at different words and decide which spelling rule needed to be applied.
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Rule | - For words that alreddiy end in an®e' - chop off the 2" and
add 'ed' onto the end.

For example, love = Loved

Like = liked

Rule 2 - For words that already end in a consanant followed hy
W', change the y'to an i' and add ed'

For example, marry = married
hurry = hurried

Rule 3 - If the word is a CVC or CCVC word - we douhle the letter at
the end.

For example, stop = stopped
hug = hugged
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Rule | - If a word has a short vowel sound, then you
douwble the last letter hefore adding ing'
For example, shop = shopping
trim = trimming
Rule 2 - If a root word ends in e, chop it off and add ing'

For example, hake = haking

dance = dancing
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Rule | - Words that end in '2' - chop off the 2' and add er' or est'

For example, late = later and latest
wide = wider and widest

Rule 2 - Words that end in y', change the ' to an i' and add
either 'er' or est'

For example, happy = happier and hoappiest

early = earlier and earliest

Rule 3 - CVC or CCVC word - douwhle the letter at the end and add

either ‘er' or est'

For example, hot = hotter and hottest
glum = glummer and glummest




Can your child tell you the spelling rules for adding ‘s’ or ‘es’?

Can your child tell you what the suffix ‘ed’ and ‘ing’ do to a root word?
As part of Maths this week children have continued learning about capacity and volume. The children know that capacity is the amount of liquid a container can hold whereas, volume is the amount of liquid in a container.

We looked at some containers with different amounts of liquid in and predicted whether they would have less than 1 litre, more than 1 litre or approximately 1 litre. The children were fantastic at using what they have already learnt to make these predictions.  After that, we completed some word problems based on capacity and volume. 
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Can your child tell you how many millilitres is in 1 litre?

The children’s topic this half term is ‘Rio De Vida’. As part of topic lessons, children have started their Geography learning. The children were shown a suitcase full of objects from around the world and had to guess what they were learning about – the seven continents! The children know that a continent is a word used to ‘describe large areas of land’. Their first activity was to research a continent in groups and design their own poster all about their chosen continent, which they then presented to the rest of their class.

Can your child name the seven continents?
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In topic lessons this week, children have also been preparing ideas for and creating their animations. The children worked in groups to decide a plot and basic storyline. They then chose two characters and mapped out their animation, deciding what will happen in each part (start, build up, problem, resolution and end). After they had done all of that, it was time for them to work in their groups and create their animation.
Can your child tell you the characters in their animation and the plot?
