Please can we ask that any reading books taken home are returned to your child’s classroom book boxes after they’ve been used.
This week:
As part of English this week we have started our new focus around poetry. The children listened to the poem ‘If I could build a town’. They then performed the poem, analysed it and reordered it. When performing the poem, the children created actions to help them remember the poem and express the language used. They were fantastic at this! When analysing the poem, we looked at the structure and the way a poem is set out, looking carefully at the stanzas, lines and features found within these. When reordering the poem, children had to read the lines given to them and put them into the correct order so the poem made sense. 

Can your child tell you the key features of a poem?

Can your child perform the poem to you from memory?

In Maths the children have continued with their topic of time. The children have looked at writing the time for both the digital clock and the analogue clock.
Can your child tell the time on the analogue and digital clocks below and write it in words?    
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This week we have also learnt how to subitise in maths. Subitising is when we can link an image or visual representation to a number. (See example below) 
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Can your child predict how many spots are on the dog?
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As part of topic lessons, children have started their Art learning about sculptures. In their first lesson they learnt how to use Modroc by cutting strips, dipping it into water and removing the excess water. They then practised this by applying Modroc to a small cardboard box or screwed up piece of newspaper. Later in the week, they got into groups and started sculpting their exotic snakes, again, using Modroc!
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Can your child tell you the steps they took to sculpt their snake?

Homework

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
