Please can we ask that any reading books taken home are returned to your child’s classroom book boxes after they’ve been used.
This week:
As part of English this week we have continued our new focus around poetry. We have learnt about completing a cloze.

A cloze is a portion of text with missing words. The children had to write in the missing words from the poem. Later in the week, the children planned their own poem. They thought carefully about the different vocabulary to include in their writing and how they would change the theme. They have been very creative!

Can your child tell you the key features of a poem?

Can your child perform their poem to you from memory?

Can you guess the theme of their poem?

In Maths we have started learning about number bonds. We looked at number bonds to 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 this week. We used a range of resources to help us calculate these number bonds including Numicon, Dice, Part-Part Whole and shaker trays.

Can your child tell you the number bonds to 5 for what is shown in the five-frame below (2 addition calculations and 2 subtraction calculations)?
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4 + 1 = 5
1 + 4 = 5

5 – 4 = 1

5 – 1 = 4
As part of topic lessons, children have continued working in their groups to paint and add detail to their snakes! They did a brilliant job. 

Our new topic for this half term is ‘Bright Lights Big City’. As part of their topic lessons, children in Year 1 have also started their History learning. In History this half-term, we are looking at the significant event; The Great Fire of London. In their first lesson, children were read the story of The Great Fire of London and in their second lesson the children had to order the events. 
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Can your child retell you the events of The Great Fire of London in the correct order?

Homework

In addition to the spellings, children will be tested on a sentence containing the words. However, the sentence will not be sent home. This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
