Please can we ask that any reading books taken home are returned to your child’s classroom book boxes after they’ve been used.
This week:
As part of English this week we have continued our new focus around poetry. We have learnt about completing a cloze.

A cloze is a portion of text with missing words. The children had to write in the missing words from the poem. Later in the week, the children planned their own poem. They thought carefully about the different vocabulary to include in their writing and how they would change the theme. They have been very creative!

Can your child tell you the key features of a poem?

Can your child perform their poem to you from memory?

Can you guess the theme of their poem?

In Maths the children have continued to look at number bonds but this time from 16 to 20. The children learned different ways of showing number bonds, for example – with a ten frame, numicon, a shaker tray and part, part, whole. The children worked out what the number bonds were and then wrote the calculations down. For e.g.-

17+2=19

2+17=19

19-17=2

19-2=17
As part of topic lessons, children have started their DT learning around mechanisms. The children practised making a mechanism using wheels and axles before they designed their very own car on the computers. The children then thoroughly enjoyed bringing their designs to life by creating their car out of cardboard, dowel and wheels. To finish the DT unit off, the children evaluated their creation by stating what they liked about it and what they would change next time if they were to do it again.

Homework

Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
