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Description

A tornado is a wiolent rotating column of
air extending from a thunderstorm Lo the
ground.

This week:
This week in English the children have continued their new genre of writing: writing a persuasive speech. We have talked about important benefits of Stocksbridge Leisure Centre and how we would feel if it were to be closed. We then used these ideas to form a plan for each section of our persuasive speech to help us to write our letter to the government. We first focused on writing the introduction of our letter, remembering important features such as capital letters for names and exclamation marks to help express how we are feeling. We then went on to writing the main body of the speech, thinking about the benefits of the leisure centre, why they are important to us and why they should stay.
