Please can we ask that any reading books taken home are returned to your child’s classroom book boxes after they’ve been used.
This week:
This week in English the children have started their next story writing focus. We began by reading a WAGOLL (what a good one looks like) story and discussing the characters and setting. We learnt more about the characters using ‘hot seating’. This is where someone pretended to be one of the characters from the story and we asked them questions to find out more. This prepared us for our next lesson which was acting out the story as it allowed us to think about how the different characters may be feeling and express their speech/actions appropriately. Later in the week, we moved onto analysing our story where we identified story language, past tense words, coordinating conjunctions, ambitious words and punctuation (including capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks). 

Can your child name some ‘past tense’ words (e.g. was, strolled, bellowed)?

Can your child tell you some different pieces of story language (e.g. Once upon a time/ In a land far away…)?
As part of Maths this week children have continued their addition and subtraction unit. We have used number lines to solve addition and subtraction calculations within 20.

For addition, they remembered that the largest number must come first in the calculation. They found this number on the number line and counted on to find the answer. They then moved onto solving subtraction calculations within 20 on a number line. In a subtraction calculation, the largest number is always first so the children know they never need to reorder any subtraction calculations. They circled their first number on the number line and counted backwards to find the answer. 

Please look at the information below with your child. 
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Our new topic for this half term is ‘Enchanted Woodland’.  As part of topic lessons, the children have started their Art learning. We have begun this topic learning about printing. Firstly, the children created a mono-print. For this, we used leaves to make a print using paint and sponges. 
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Can your child tell you the steps they took to create their mono-print?

After creating colourful mono-prints, the children then created different insects out of clay. We needed to mould, roll and shape the clay to create the different features for our insects. We used water to stick the pieces of clay together to create our insects.
Can your child spot any insects or mini beasts at home?

Can your child tell you the steps they took to create their clay insect?

Homework

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
