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As part of English this week we have continued our new focus around information texts.

The children this week have been focusing on subordinating and coordinating conjunctions and punctuation.

The children have been using these skills creating sentences about castles, making sure they include the skill and punctuation.

E.g. When the castle was under attack, the drawbridge would be pulled up to protect the Castle.

The arrow loops were very thin and narrow because they provided extra protection for the knights.

If the castle was under attack, the portcullis would quickly close so that the enemies couldn’t get inside the castle.

Can your child tell you features of an information text? 

Can they tell you some facts they have found out about a castle?

Can they tell you a sentence with a subordinating and coordinating conjunction in?
In Maths this week the children have looked at symmetry in 2D and 3D shapes. The children have had to find lines of symmetry making sure that both sides of the shape are equal on both sides. Children have had a range of shapes and have had to write down how many lines of symmetry they can find. The children have also started to look at measurement. Learning about both length and height, children have looked at measuring a range of objects in the classroom deciding if they are more than 1 metre or less than 1 metre. 

Can your child find lines of symmetry in a 2D shape? 

Can your child tell you if an object is taller or less than 1m? 

Can they tell you the length of an object?
The children’s topic this half term is ‘Towers, Tunnels and Turrets’. In our Design and Technology learning we have focused on practising our cutting; a very important skill! The children learnt the correct way to hold the scissors before applying these skills to cut a range of lines and shapes.  In our next lesson, we learnt about joining techniques. The children loved exploring using techniques such as ‘flange’, ‘slot’ and ‘tabs’ to prepare them for designing and creating their very own castle frontage! 

Can your child demonstrate how to correctly cut a range of materials?

Can your child tell you which techniques they used to accurately join their materials?

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences? 
Reading Diaries
Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in their book bags.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home daily. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
