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When we add &' or es' it makes the word plural - this

means there is more than one.

It can also make words third person xverhs - this means

someone else or something else is doing something.

If a word ends in s, 55, sh, ch, x or z, zz, Jou oadd - es.

For example, bush = hushes

wosh = washes
For all other words, just add s

For example, cat = cats
mend = mends



Weekly Newsletter

This week in English the children have continued their story writing focus.  We have been looking at key spelling rules for adding a range of suffixes to root words. We started off with the suffix ‘s’ and ‘es’ which changes a root word to either plural or a third person verb. We have also looked at the suffix ‘ed’ which makes words past tense and the suffix ‘ing’ which can make words present tense. After that, we learnt about the suffixes ‘er’ and est’. The suffix ‘er’ is used for comparing and is called a ‘comparative’ adjective and the suffix ‘est’ is used for comparing more than two things and is therefore a ‘superlative’ adjective. For example, this cake is tasty, that cake is tastier but those sweets are the tastiest. The children had to look at different words and decide which spelling rule needed to be applied.

Can your child tell you the spelling rules for adding ‘s’ and ‘es’?

Can your child tell you what the suffixes ‘ed’, ‘ing’, ‘er’ and ‘est’ does to a root word?
As part of Maths this week children have continued their focus on addition and subtraction. 
We have been learning how to solve difference calculations. We use the difference calculation method when numbers are close together, so we ‘count on’ to find our answer rather than subtracting. The children started by circling the start (smallest) number on their number line, working out where it would be if the number was missing and then count on to the next number to find the answer. 
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After that the children progressed onto learning how to solve calculations on a partial number line. We completed addition calculations, starting with the first number and counting on to the answer to find the missing number.

In topic, the children have also completed their DT learning and used different materials to create a 3D model of the bird’s eye view of our school wildlife garden.
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Can your child tell you the materials and joining methods they used to create their 3D model?
