	This Week:
This week in Nursery, the children have continued exploring our new topic ‘Why is water wet?’. We have started a new focus on a non-fiction text.’ How does a butterfly grow?’ We have been discussing the life cycle of a butterfly. Can your child discuss the Life cycle with you?
We have continued to monitor and care for our sunflowers. They need water, air, sunlight, warmth, food (from soil)) We have watched some of them begin to grow. If you see them outside at home time please DO NOT take them home, sunflowers will be sent home next week. 
At our mark making table, the children have been exploring by creating pirate wanted posters. They have been naming and adding different facial features to their posters and having a go at writing their names. This is helping them to develop their pencil control draw with a purpose in mind. We have been making collage pirate faces using paper plates. This allows the children to further develop their fine motor skills. On our easel, children have been painting pirate ships.
On our maths table we have been ordering repeating patterns of colours onto pirate hats to decorate them using paint. Children have to complete the repeating pattern given or create their own independently.
