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When we add &' or es' it makes the word plural - this

means there is more than one.

It can also make words third person xverhs - this means

someone else or something else is doing something.

If a word ends in s, 55, sh, ch, x or z, zz, Jou oadd - es.

For example, bush = hushes

wosh = washes
For all other words, just add s

For example, cat = cats
mend = mends

This week:
Please can we ask that any reading books taken home are returned to your child’s classroom book boxes after they’ve been used.

This week in English the children have continued their next story writing focus. We have been looking at key spelling rules for adding a range of suffixes to root words. We started off with the suffix ‘s’ and ‘es’ which changes a root word to either plural or a third person verb. We have also looked at the suffix ‘ed’ which makes words past tense and the suffix ‘ing’ which can make words present tense.
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Rule | - For words that alreddiy end in an®e' - chop off the 2" and
add 'ed' onto the end.

For example, love = Loved

Like = liked

Rule 2 - For words that already end in a consanant followed hy
W', change the y'to an i' and add ed'

For example, marry = married
hurry = hurried

Rule 3 - If the word is a CVC or CCVC word - we douhle the letter at
the end.

For example, stop = stopped
hug = hugged
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Rule | - If a word has a short vowel sound, then you
douwble the last letter hefore adding ing'
For example, shop = shopping
trim = trimming
Rule 2 - If a root word ends in e, chop it off and add ing'

For example, hake = haking

dance = dancing




Can your child tell you the spelling rules for adding ‘s’ and ‘es’?

Can your child tell you what the suffixes ‘ed’ and ‘ing’ do to a root word?
As part of Maths, we have started our multiplication and division unit. We are beginning with multiplication and this week have been focusing on multiplying by 2, 5 and 10 using Numicon boards and pegs. 

The children know that when we multiply by 2 we have to count in 2s to find the answer. For example,

3 X 2 = you have to count in 2s three times to find the answer to 3 lots of 2. 
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We then started to look at our 5 times tables and 10 times tables using the same method.

Can your child solve the following?

8 X 2 = 

3 X 5 = 

6 X 10 = 

Our topic for this half term is called ‘Scented Garden’. As part of topic lessons, children have been completing some cross-curricular geography and computing lessons. We have been learning about weather and have researched weather using the computers and searching for information on Google. After that, the children created posters in groups, each focusing on a different weather type. We then started learning about the four seasons in a year; Autumn, Winter, Spring and Summer.

Can your child name some weather types?

This is to see if they can apply the spelling currently within their writing. Can you get your child to practise applying the words by creating their very own sentences?
Reading Diaries

Children in KS1 have all been provided with a Home Reading Diary. Please fill this in daily based on your child reading a couple of pages of a book or a whole book. Please return the Reading Diary to school each day and leave it in the designated classroom tray.  There are books situated in the classroom for your child to take home when they have finished the book they are reading. Reading is extremely important to your child’s development so we really encourage your child to read a book or pages of a book daily. If you are unsure of your child’s reading book colour then please ask your teacher.
