week in English the children have continued their next story writing focus. We have continued looking at key spelling
rules for adding a range of suffixes to root words. we learnt about the suffixes ‘er’ and est'. The suffix ‘er’ is used for
comparing and is called a ‘comparative’ adjective and the suffix ‘est’ is used for comparing more than two things and is

therefore a 'superlative’ adjective. For example, this cake is tasty, that cake is tastier but those sweets are the

tastiest. We then applied the prefix 'un’ to words to make them the opposite meaning e.g. safe = unsafe.

At the end of the week, we practised writing questions the characters may have asked in the story. The childre

start with a capital letter, question word and end with a question mark.
